Introduction
College of Life Sciences, Liaocheng University, was developed from the former Department of Biology, which was established in 1986, in Liaocheng Teachers’ College. The College is one of the most quickly developing Colleges in this University, and has established a solid foundation both in education and research works. This College offers the best quality of academic programs for under- and postgraduate students in the biological disciplines, which cover all the sub-disciplines in biology and biological engineering. The College is comprised of two departments: Biological Sciences and Bioengineering. Currently there are 61 full time faculty members including 10 professors, 21 associate professors and more than 1240 graduate and undergraduate students. Courses are available in a wide range of subject areas, which cover biological engineering, cellular biology, botany, zoology, biochemistry, molecular biology, microbiology, genetics, ecology and neurobiology. Most of the faculty members holding their Ph. D. degrees, and some of them have gained significant research achievements in the past few years. 
A state-of-the-art building is the center for experimental training and scientific exploration, where 21 classrooms, six research laboratories, one key laboratory of Provincial Higher Education: ecology and biodiversity laboratory, one animal museum are accommodated. The systemic sophisticated facilities in teaching and core research laboratories provide excellent training for students and cutting-edge scientific approach. Hundreds of peer-reviewed journals and tens of thousands of academic paper and electronic books are stored for referrence. 

The College of Life Sciences has established its own feature in scientific research and teaching. Currently variety of rsearch programs are undertaken funded by National Natural Science Foundation of China, Natural Science Foundation of Shandong Province, Ministry of Agriculture of China, Provincial Doctoral Science Foundation and Science Foundation of Educational Department of Shandong Province. The total research funding has exceeded 9 millions RMB. The faculty of this College publishes over a hundred of papers yearly, and more than 20% of them were in the peer-reviewed journals. The faculty has published more than 20 scientific books and textbooks, undertakes a Biochemistry Bilingual Teaching Project initiated by Education Ministry of China, received more than 40 educational research achievements, being awarded five Rewards of Natural Science and Technology Progress from Shandong Province. Their research cover the fields of biological engineering, cellular biology, botany, zoology, biochemistry, molecular biology, microbiology, ecology and neurobiology. 

At the College, we want students to keep a broad base to their education for as long as possible, to be aware of pathways that will suit them and subjects within those pathways, and to challenge and extend themselves with the course that they choose.
